A reporting option that allows sexual assault 

victims to confidentially disclose the assault 

to specified individuals without triggering 

an official investigation. The individuals 

include SARC, SAPR VA, Deployed Resiliency 

Counselor, and healthcare provider. Victims can 

confidentially communicate with the Chaplain 

and Victims' Legal Counsel (VLC). Victims also 

have access to medical treatment, advocacy 

and counseling.

UNRESTRICTED REPORTING 
A reporting option where the victim's disclosure 

is reported to law enforcement and may result 

in an official investigative process. Victims can 

confidentially communicate with the Chaplain 

and Victims' Legal Counsel (VLC). Victims also 

have access to medical treatment, advocacy, 

counseling, Victim/Witness Assistance Program 

(VWAP), protective orders and expedited transfer.
